The
palate is weighty, full-bodied, and complex, with mulberry, tobacco leaf, earthy notes, and savory
herbs, kept lively with bright acidity. One of the standouts of the vintage, this beauty can stay in the
cellar another year or two, and be enjoyed over the following decade plus.
