“A palpable sense of freshness is a defining character of this year’s
Justine. Notes of raspberries, fresh cut flowers, anise seeds, and rubbed thyme greet the nose. On the
palate, too, there is a sense of poise and precision to the fresh red berry, crushed rock, floral, and herb

notes. It’s tempting to drink it on release, but will also age very well for 5-8 years.”
