The Pearl—this wine’s namesake—is a very rare and precious object, 
uniquely created by nature. They can be hard to find but worth the search. Our White Wine, 
La Perle, shares many of the qualitites of these valuable orbs. Inspired by the rare and valuable 

whites of the Rhône region, this limited production blend strives for the complexity and beauty 
that our carefully chosen vineyard blocks bring forth.

Winemaker Tasting Notes. “This second vintage of La Perle is an extremely compelling wine. 
The nose features pear, nectarine, honeysuckle blossoms, lemon custard, vanilla, and brioche 

notes. The palate is very saturated and deep, though balanced with lively acidity. Endless complex 
flavors of stone fruits, pear, citrus oil, white flowers, mace, and vanilla dust. This wine will drink 

great on release, but it will be exciting to see how it evolves over the next decade plus, as these 
varieties are known to cellar extremely well.” - Chris Peterson, Winemaker
